IMM Dashboard Constraints

« Gaps in reporting countries — notably
Mekong Delta region & Africa

* Reliant on “mirror” data from trade
partners

« HS codes — limited scope to separate e.qg.
products from natural forests & plantations

tropical timbers from non-tropical in most
product groups

exterior furniture from interior furniture

* IMM define all timber products from
“tropical countries” as “tropical timber” —
does lead to inconsistencies (e.g. a large
proportion of product from Brazil, Mexico,
Vietnam is non-tropical wood)

 Additional expert analysis may be required
— key aim is to facilitate work by a wider
community of analysts

» Technical issues — R, R shiny, MySql are
powerful open source (i.e. free) data
management & visualisation tools - but
there are bugs!
