Data responses

In total, 43 out of 72 ITTO member countries returned
the 2016 questionnaire, either fully or partially
completed:

28 consumer countries (75%); 9 JFSQs missing
15 producer countries (42%); 20 JFSQs missing.

We have full information (production, trade,
directions of trade, secondary trade, 2016
estimates, trade in tropical species, forest sector
questionnaire) for only 10 countries
